Abstract: Maximum of 500 words + optional short bibliography (Bibliography does not
count toward word count and may be formatted in any standard format.)

PwnNpE

Abstracts may include 1 figure or diagram in addition to the text.

The submitted material will be considered for presentation at the ISECON/CONISAR 2013
Conference. Neither abstracts nor works in progress will be considered for journal publications,
but abstracts will appear in the conference proceedings.

Ten minutes of presentation time and 5 minutes of discussion will be allocated for each
abstract/WIP.
